MATERIALS NEEDED

Inkjet fabric sheet

1/4 yard green mini check homespun fabric

1 1/8 yard off-white chenille trim
Fiberfill
Thread to match fabric

SUPPLIES NEEDED

The following supplies will help make this project
easier.

Craft knife

Metal ruler with cork back

Cutting mat

Scissors

ASSEMBLY

Helpful Hint: print image using only one sheet in
the printer at a time for best results.

1. Print image on inkjet fabric sheet, following
manufacturer’s instructions.

2. Trim image to include a 1/4" border on all sides
(image size should be 4 3/8" x 6 3/4").

3. Cut pillow back to be 8 1/2" x 10 1/2". Cut two
fabric strips 2 1/2" x 6 3/4". Cut two fabric
strips 2 1/2" x 8 3/4".

4. With right sides together, use a 1/4" seam to
sew short strips to top and bottom of image (see
picture below). Flatten out pieces and press
seams toward strips.

5. Use a 1/4" seam to sew remaining strips to
each side of unit made in step 4 (see picture
below). Flatten out pieces and press seams
toward strips.

6. With right sides together and sewing a 1/2"
seam, sew the front and back pillow pieces
together around all four sides, leaving an
opening on the bottom seam for stuffing. Trim
and turn right side out. Press. Insert fiberfill
through the opening. Slipstitch the opening
closed.
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
